B4 OKEIZDINT  Before taking leave of absence
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Your “Student” status of residence will become invalid if you do not engage in activities more than three months at
the university (i.e., studies) as an international student to fulfill the purpose of your stay in Japan, and your legal
immigration status can be jeopardized and forced to return to your home country by Immigration service agency.

(Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act (commonly referred to as “Immigration Law”) Article 22-4)

Therefore, those who wish to take a leave of absence from school cannot hold the resident status as “Student” and

must either 1 or 2 as follows:

1. return to your country*; or

2. apply for another status of residence to continue to stay in Japan

*Make sure to return your residence card at the immigration in an airport when leaving Japan.

Also, you cannot take on a part time job while you are on a leave of absence since you are no longer engaged in

activities as student.

*In case of returning to your country, please be sure to submit the required information through the following forms
to the university. If you fail to do so, the university will not be able to support your returning procedure to Japan timely
and there is a possibility that your return to Japan might be delayed. Please enter the forms below and inform the
university of your departure and related information for your own good.

1. International Travel Form

2. Confirmation of Attendance

3. Photo copies of punched residence card and departure stamp on your passport to the International Exchange

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When you return to Tokyo University of the Arts with a student status after a leave of absence, you will need to re-

apply for your residence status.

Before re-entering Japan, you must obtain a “Certificate of Eligibility (COE) ” issued by the Immigration Services
Agency of Japan and apply for a “Student” visa again with COE and other required documents at a Japanese

embassy in your country of residence.
It can take approximately 2 to 3 months for a “Certificate of Eligibility” to be issued. Therefore, it is highly
recommended that you start the procedure as soon as you decide to return to the university, at least 4 months before

you intend to return.
